Mr. Thomas comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a low vision. He has a history of oculocutaneous albinism with a low vision from a young age. He wears glasses. He has not had eye surgery. He does not use eye drops. He does not take systemic medications. He denies medical conditions. Currently, he is unemployed. He recently graduated from law school and is seeking employment. He functions with the use of low vision aids.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/400 on the right and 20/200 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +10.00 +1.50 x 087 on the right and +9.25 +1.25 x 095 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.00 measures 20/400 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a small exotropia. The muscle movements show a shimmering nystagmus with both eyes. There is no afferent defect. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral total transillumination. The fundus examination shows an absence of pigmentation without a foveal light reflex. The eyelids are unremarkable except for the albinism.
Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic SSA test with good reliability shows 109 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 113 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Nystagmus.
2. Amblyopia.

3. Albinism.

Mr. Thomas has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties reading small and moderate size print as well as distinguishing between small objects. However, he can avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis for improvement is poor although his situation is likely to be stable.
