The patient presents with flu-like symptoms of cough, sinus pain, sore throat, frontal headache with facial pressure for the past several days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has a history of type II diabetes and low thyroid disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She states she is an RN at Kingwood Hospital.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had routine testing with positive type A flu with additional history of diabetes and low thyroid disease.
PLAN: Treated with Zithromax, Medrol Dosepak and Tamiflu with DM cough medication and with Rocephin and dexamethasone injections. Follow up as needed.
