The patient with history of cramping and lower abdominal pain with loose stools about once a day for the past six days. She states she might be some better now, had similar illness some year ago or so according to her. She states that she has diarrhea after meals occasionally with school food.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of cramping and diarrhea in the past five to six times.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Some stress at school with graduation and projects, about to graduate.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly, tenderness, or guarding. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Functional GI with mild colitis.

PLAN: Given prescription for Bentyl and Zofran. Follow up with her PCP for possible GI referral. She has a PCP in Houston, suggested calling Texas Children’s Hospital _______ insurance to see if they would give her a direct referral to a GI doctor for further additional evaluation.
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
