HISTORY: This is a 3-year-old male accompanied by mother here for followup. Mother states that the patient was recently seen by a doctor in Florida and here. She states he was diagnosed with strep with a positive strep test in Florida, was given amoxicillin and had a rash and discontinued amoxicillin. He was seen here after started on Zithromax. He was sent home with albuterol liquid and home nebulizer machine for cough/bronchitis, Robitussin for cough. Mother states child has been taking medications as prescribed and is doing much better. She states he is still having cough. She described the cough as dry. She stated that the child is eating and drinking well and his activities are back to baseline.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother denies vomiting. Denies diarrhea. She states child is drinking and eating well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress. He has moist mucous membranes. Very interactive with mother, he smiles as he plays with his mother.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.
Blood pressure 97/65.
Pulse 106.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
EARS: Normal. No erythematous TM. No effusion. Good light reflex bilaterally. No tragal tug.
NOSE: Congested with clear discharge. No edematous or erythematous and turbinates.

THROAT: No erythema. No exudate. Uvula midline and mobile. No edema. No lesions in his oral mucosa.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert, interactive, playful. Normal mood and affect.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Penicillin allergic reaction (doing much better, there is no rash today).
2. Cough improving. Mother advised to continue Robitussin and home nebulizer if the patient starts to cough uncontrollably.

3. Bronchitis (improved).
4. Pharyngitis.

PLAN: She states child has complained of no more pain in his throat. Mother was reassured. Advised to increase fluids. Recommended Pedialyte/water, avoid solids. Strongly advised to continue home nebulizer and Robitussin, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
She was given the opportunities to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
