Kathryn Battiste has been seen at this office since 2007.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Allgrove’s syndrome with ACTH insensitivity.

2. Adrenal insufficiency.

3. Schizophrenia.

Current Medications: Cortef 10 mg twice daily.

Kathryn is very sensitive woman and has a phobia regarding venesection and blood and therefore monitoring of her chemistry has been presently impossible.

She has no specific complaints relative to her adrenal insufficiency and follows about once or twice a year for routine checkup.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

In the past, she had a Heller myotomy for achalasia of the cardia in the Cleveland Clinic and has not had any recent gastroenterology followup as she has resisted that advice.

On examination, blood pressure 118/68 and weight 109 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. There is no neck lymphadenopathy.

IMPRESSION: Allgrove’s syndrome with ACTH insensitivity, history of achalasia of the cardia, and schizophrenia.

She continues on Cortef 10 mg twice daily and Zyprexa.

As I retire in the near future, she is advised to follow with her primary physician.

Perhaps the new endocrinologist may be required in due course.
