This is a 46-year-old gentleman originally from Columbus, Georgia. He has never really had a job. He is staying in a group home right now because of his shortness of breath and his psychiatric issues. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is single. He has never been married. He does not have any children. The patient is currently on hospice and palliative care because of COPD. His other comorbidities include history of hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux, hyperlipidemia, BPH, schizophrenia, bipolar disorder, as well as bladder spasm and iron deficiency anemia.

SURGICAL HISTORY: He has not had any recent surgery.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is short of breath. He has trouble walking. He uses his nebulizer at least four times a day. He complains of gastroesophageal reflux symptoms. He is confused. His appetite is diminished. He goes for days without eating. He has had issues with bowel and bladder incontinence and requires help of the group home staff to take care of himself including with ADLs, toileting, and dressing.

MEDICATIONS: Invega 156 mg subcu weekly, metoprolol 25 mg daily, oxybutynin 5 mg twice a day, iron tablets 325 mg once a day, atorvastatin 20 mg once a day, sodium chloride tablets one tablet three times a day, Depakote 250 mg two tablets b.i.d., Prazosin 1 mg a day, famotidine 20 mg a day, Haldol 10 mg a day, risperidone 2 mg twice a day, Cogentin 1 mg twice a day, folic acid 1 mg a day, Sertraline 100 mg a day, and aspirin, and nebulizer four times a day.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

HOSPITALIZATION: No recent hospitalization.

VACCINATIONS: The records indicate that he has had flu shot and COVID immunization one and two years ago respectively.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not much known about the patient’s family. Mother is alive, not much known about her medical history.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: 

VITALS: Blood pressure 121/73, pulse 101, respirations 20, and O2 saturation 94%.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
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NECK: No JVD.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 46-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD associated with weight loss, tachycardia, shortness of breath, air hunger, anxiety, requiring breathing treatments on a regular basis. Decreased appetite, decreased weight, MAC of 26, KPS of 40% associated with shortness of breath, difficulty breathing and history of early onset COPD.
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
