The patient presents today with a history of having a skin lesion on her left thigh for about the past few months with some irritation and slight discomfort with pressure for the past two weeks.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Pedunculated lesion to left lower posterior thigh measuring 12 mm in all dimensions with slight tenderness to palpation without evidence of infection or cellulitis.

IMPRESSION: Benign lesion, left leg.

PLAN: Advised to follow up with primary family doctor or to call Texas Children’s Hospital to see if she could be evaluated there by a pediatric dermatologist since she has Texas Children’s insurance. The patient given instructions on what she needs to do.
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
