The patient presents with cough primarily for 14 days. He had been seen here in February, last month, given DEX and Medrol without clearing, still with productive cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of low thyroid disease, history of recent removal of basal cell carcinoma on the skull two times, also with history of melanoma removed on his chest for two times 7-8 years ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had chest x-ray showing suggestion of scarring right lower lobe without definite infiltrates.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Bronchitis, benign lung lesion.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and DM. Advised to follow up with PCP, Dr. Krause who works in a clinic in The Woodlands; _______  working in Houston Northwest and also in The Woodlands for a long time, to see Dr. Krause if not completely cleared.
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
