CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of cough, slight sore throat, congestion, with slight pain in the left ear for two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COVID with hospitalization for 27 days two years ago in Kingwood Hospital with nearly dying with CPAP instead of intubation, had to wait several days to get into the hospital.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory. The patient works hard. He is not taking other medications. He has been thinking about losing weight, but so far has not made too much progress.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Describes dyspnea on exertion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had routine testing.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Lung damage secondary to COVID with influenza and obesity.

PLAN: Advised to return next week for repeat ultrasounds and for fasting labs and as necessary. The patient comes here for primary care as needed. He had ultrasounds and lab work a year ago. We will repeat ultrasounds for further evaluation.
