Precious Hicks has been seen in the office since 1997.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Graves’ disease.

2. Postablative hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.125 mg, eight pills per week.

When seen recently, she had no specific complaints her symptoms relative to diabetes.

Recent Lab Studies: TSH 8.86, elevated and free T4 1.03.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 132/72 and weight 244 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Thyroid blood tests were repeated on February 25, 2025 and are as follows TSH 0.55, normal and uric acid 8.0 elevated.

She is advised to continue Levoxyl 0.25 mg, eight pills per week and also to continue the allopurinol but raised two pills per day.

As I retire in the near future, she should follow with her primary physician.
