Barbara Yerke has been seen in the office for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Graves’ disease.

2. Postablative hypothyroidism since 1997.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.1 mg, nine pills per week, Inderal 120 mg daily, and amlodipine 5 mg daily.

On this visit, there are no major complaints relative the thyroid.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/64, weight 146 pounds, and BMI is 41. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The neck examination was unremarkable.

Recent thyroid function: Free T4 1.21 and TSH 1.22, both normal.

IMPRESSION: Graves’ disease with postablative hypothyroidism, more compensative on her current dosage of thyroid hormone.

I recommend that she continue Synthroid 0.1 mg, nine pills per week and followup in one year.
