Dear Dr. Ernest:
This is a followup for Mr. Hawkes who has chronic kidney disease, obstructive uropathy and cardiorenal syndrome.  Last visit November.  Underwent TURP, University of Michigan at Chelsea, without complications, emptying bladder completely, minor degree of incontinence, urgency.  Presently, no infection, cloudiness or blood.  No abdominal back pain or fever.  To have a kidney ultrasound followup in April.  Otherwise, he is still gaining weight from 261 to 285.  No reported vomiting, dysphagia, abdominal pain, diarrhea. Minimal edema.  No claudication.  No chest pain or palpitation.  Stable dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen.
Medications:  Medications reviewed.  I want to highlight Norvasc, Coreg, Lasix, lisinopril and diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 120s-130s and here was 166/90.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal tenderness.  Minor edema.  Minor chemosis on the left eye laterally, is not affecting cornea.
Labs:  Chemistries from March; creatinine 1.9, which is baseline and GFR of 35 that will be stage IIIB.  Normal hemoglobin, electrolyte acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, recent problems of urinary retention and enlargement of the prostate.  Post procedure successful.  Catheter out.  Kidney function is stable.  No progression.  No uremic symptoms, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Cardiac status is stable.  Blood pressure in the office today high and at home better, states to be compliant with medications.  I pointed out that he has gained a lot of weight probably making blood pressure more difficult to control.  He needs to be more careful on salt restriction.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
