Dear Dr. Kozlovski:
This is a followup for Mrs. Manley who has advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  No hospital visit.  She tripped, but no fracture, was using a walker.  No loss of consciousness.  No syncope.  Nonfocal.  Uses oxygen 2 liters at night.  No sleep apnea.  Presently, off the Creon. New medication Mounjaro.  Mobility restricted from knee arthritis.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise, review of systems is negative.
Medications:  I want to highlight on the medications the Bumex, losartan, Norvasc, nitrates and remains on Coumadin.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 219 and blood pressure by nurse 136/85.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No respiratory distress.  No abdominal discomfort, distention or tenderness.  Stable edema.
Labs:  Chemistries from February; creatinine of 2 stable for 10-11 years.  Anemia, electrolyte and acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  GFR of 26 stable for the last 10 years.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No evidence of pulmonary edema.  Anemia, has not required EPO treatment.  Blood pressure fair.  Continue same medications.  Tolerating losartan.  Normal potassium.  No need for bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  Agree with the Mounjaro.  Come back in the next six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
