PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert, oriented. She has moist mucous membranes. She is interacting well with her brother who also is having similar complaints.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.
Blood pressure 114/66.
Pulse 116.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.7 (mother states she gave Tylenol and Motrin before coming to the clinic today).
NOSE: Congested with clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

THROAT: No erythema. No edema. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. Sensory and motor functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Flu A infection.
2. Cough.
3. Pharyngitis.

4. Fever.
PLAN: In the clinic today, we did the following tests: flu and strep. Strep is negative. Test is positive for flu. The patient was sent home with the following medication: Tamiflu 6 mg/mL, she will take 10 mL b.i.d. for five days #100 mL.

Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. Strongly encouraged to come back to the clinic in about four days if not worse, go to the emergency room if we are closed.
