HISTORY: This is a 53-year-old gentleman here with diarrhea, vomiting, and nausea. The patient stated this started approximately four days ago, came in today because of increased diarrhea. He states stool is foul smelling, but denies blood in his stool. He also denies blood in his vomitus.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports chills.
He reports nausea.

He reports abdominal pain, which he described as crampy and states pain is diffuse, non-radiating.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.
Blood pressure 118/76.
Pulse 64.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.6.
HEENT: Normal.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Very active bowel sounds. Nontender. No rebound. No guarding. No rigidity. No organomegaly.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Infectious diarrhea.
2. Abdominal pain.

3. Vomiting.

4. Chills.
PLAN: In the clinic today, we did an ultrasound to assess the patient’s abdomen and organ systems. Ultrasound is normal.
The patient was sent home with the following medications:

1. Flagyl 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14.

2. Bentyl 10 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30.
He was advised BRAT diet. Strict return precautions were given. Come back to the clinic if worse, go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
