The patient came today as a followup for stroke and chronic kidney disease. There are no new symptoms.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, focal weakness present in the left leg otherwise unremarkable.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on Colace 100 mg tablet one tablet a day.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on esomeprazole 20 mg tablet once a day along with bland diet.

The patient has a history of hyperlipidemia and he is on fenofibrate 48 mg one tablet a day, Omega-3 1000 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on sertraline 50 mg tablet once a day.
