CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for hematuria.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his blood in the urine has minimized and he has ultrasound of the kidneys which showed abnormality of the left kidney and the patient is going to refer to urologist. The patient denied any weight loss or weight gain.
