CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left knee pain.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or skin rashes.
