Keith Crocket was seen recently for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Thyroid cancer with thyroidectomy in 2012.

2. Postoperative hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.15 mg, three tablets, five days per week.

On this visit, he had no specific complaints apart from occasional tiredness and back pain.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 140/72, weight 129 pounds, and BMI is 19. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The neck examination was unremarkable. No neck lymphadenopathy.

Recent Lab Studies: Thyroglobulin less than 1, free T4 1.15, TSH 3.98, magnesium 2.1, and calcium 8.5, low range of normal.

IMPRESSION: Previous thyroid cancer with post surgical hypothyroidism. He also had radioiodine ablation therapy after his surgery in 2012.

The calcium level is on the lower limit of normal, suggesting possible mild hypoparathyroidism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue current program with thyroid hormone replacement and advised vitamin D 1000 units daily in addition to calcium.

As I retire in the near future, he should follow with his primary physician and new endocrinologist for followup.
