TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN:

Mr. Blake has been my patient for last several years. He was diagnosed to have aggressive Burkitt’s lymphoma and he was treated with high-dose chemotherapy including intrathecal chemotherapy following which patient had septicemia requiring prolonged hospitalization. Subsequently, he was left with significant disability resulting from the disease as well as the treatment.

The patient now has chemotherapy induced peripheral neuropathy and some cognitive impairment. The patient has substantial limited ability to do following activities such as walking, standing for long period of time, lifting, doing repetitive movements such as bending. He also has difficulty in concentrating and learning and he is left with chronic intermittent pain and some memory loss. The extent of his physical and intellectual impairment would limit his ability to function hence it is requested that he be considered for some accommodation as far as his job is concerned.

Above symptoms and disability as well as the lingering effects of chemotherapy requires him to take multiple medications that also limit his ability to function well.
