ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure is 126/70.

Pulse is 58.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.5.

FACE: Surgery site is well healed. No fluctuance. No tenderness to palpation. No migrating erythema. Site is closed.

ASSESSMENT: Status post I&D facial abscess dated 03/04/2025 (doing much better).
PLAN: Triple antibiotic was applied to the patient’s face. He was educated and advised to apply the antibiotic twice daily for the next 10 days. He was given a prescription for bacitracin 500 unit/gram. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
