HISTORY: This is a 63-year-old gentleman here for medication refill. The patient states he has a history of seizure disorder and is currently on Keppra and is out of his medication and is here for refill.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Bipolar.

2. Anxiety.

3. Seizure.

4. Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Keppra.

ALLERGIES: DILANTIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient endorses tobacco, alcohol, and drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports diffuse leg pain and joint pain. He reports shoulder pain and arm pain. He also reports abdominal pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 148/101.

Pulse is 94.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 99.6.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.
ABDOMEN: Soft. He has a large ventral hernia on the right navel surface and large postsurgical scar from his navel all the way up to the xiphoid process; he stated that he was electrocuted and had to have surgery.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. He has mild discomfort with range of motion of the shoulders, elbows, knees, and ankles. He bears weight well with left antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Seizure disorder.
2. Arthralgia, multiple sites.
3. Hypertension.
4. Medication refill.
PLAN: In the clinic today, we did ultrasound to assess his abdomen because of reported abdominal pain, the study was unremarkable. He has a small stone in his left kidney. All other organ systems appear normal based on ultrasound criteria.

The patient was offered labs, he declined, he stated he will come back for labs because he already ate. He was educated on fasting prior to come and get labs drawn, he states he understands and will comply. He was sent home with the following medications:
1. Sulindac 200 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 21 days, #42.

2. Keppra 1000 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 30 days, #60, no refills.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
