CC: Pill dysphagia.
HPI: An 83-year-old female with advanced dementia which has progressed after having recent medical event requiring hospitalization. She is no longer able to swallow PreserVision stating that it is a big pill and it gets stuck in her throat. That leaves her on at this point just the basic medications needed which is a good thing. I saw the patient in room today. She was seated in her recliner and was just staring at a game show that just had her attention. The patient speaks infrequently now whereas before she loved to talk. When she does start talking now, it is random and out of context. Sometime, she can give information as to how she feels; otherwise not able to. Her husband keeps an eye on her and is with her most of the time. I was surprised that she was by herself in her room and later found he had taken her there after lunch and then gone on to being though, so I was glad for him that he made sure she was getting entertainment. He went for his own entertainment. She has had no falls or other acute medical events. The patient’s and husband’s son was here and wants to speak with me, but I had missed him, so I will contact him.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia advanced, HTN, OA bilateral knees, and spinal stenosis. 
MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., atenolol 50 mg q.d., levothyroxine 175 mcg q.d., and azelastine nasal spray OU b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, in no distress. She is watching TV. She seems very happy to be doing that. She does not really even look in my direction. When I ask her a question, she stops and looks at, me but she cannot give me information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/85, pulse 89, temperature 97.8, and respirations 17.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

SKIN: She has scattered skin tags seborrheic keratoses. There is no bruising or breakdown noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Vascular dementia severe stage. The patient not able to give information and orientation is to self and husband. The patient is followed by Traditions Hospice and any issues the patient has will be forwarded to me through them. 
2. Pill dysphagia. I am discontinuing PreserVision. 
3. Social. I spoke to her son that he wanted talk to me further and I am not sure what it is about. I have got both parents. So, we will see what he needs. I will contact him when I am back next week.
