HPI: When I saw the patient last week, I started methocarbamol to see if it did not help with his back discomfort and I am told that did not really come up as an issue this week. So, I left it alone. Also, the patient has had a problem with constipation and last week, he did receive the MOM 30 cc at bedtime in addition to the MiraLax q.d. He states that in a week, he has had two bowel movements and I told him that has got to be frustrating, so we are going to work on that and I am thinking getting rid of the bulking agent is probably a good move and just continue with the milk of magnesia as the patient states his diet is good. Son verifies that. He has good p.o. intake and given a stimulant he will have a normal bowel movements at least hopefully. So, the patient’s son then tells me that next week via oncoming activity for his father is on Monday he has an appointment with neurology for headaches. So, we will see what happens with that and then he will have his upcoming six-month appointment with dermatology for routine skin check. He states that every time they see in their son that needs to come off or that gets treated, so we will see and I will follow up with him not next week I am not here, but the following.
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
