CC: X-ray review.

HPI: A 70-year-old female who appeared to have discomfort in her lower back based on how she would sit, her mobility, and finally when asked where she heard despite her advanced dementia, she was able to indicate her back. Her husband also had been spoken to and he states that the patient does have a history of chronic back pain. She has had no recent falls or any event that would have caused injury to her back. The patient was seen in memory care. She was walking around the hallway and just had a blank expression on her face. She did make eye contact with me and then just came directly to me. I patted her on the back and I asked her how she was doing, she just looked randomly away, stood there for a few seconds and then continued walking on her way. There is concern that patient had a limp favoring her left lower extremity following a fall on the unit.
DIAGNOSES: Severe Alzheimer’s disease and limp favoring left side present for approximately one week and starting after a fall on the unit. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left hip x-ray with pelvis 2 to 3 views. Hip joint is intact without fracture or dislocation. Pubic rami normal, so image shows a normal left hip. 
2. X-ray of the lumbar spine. The patient does not receive any pain medication routinely, so we will start Tylenol 650 mg ER at 8 a.m., 2 p.m., and 8 p.m. and we will follow up in two weeks assessing benefit of Tylenol and if she still appears uncomfortable and is favoring her left side when ambulating we will start low dose Norco.
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
