Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Lipps with stage IV chronic kidney disease, severe peripheral artery disease, history of CVA with expressive aphasia and severe COPD.  He also has urinary retention and wears an indwelling Foley catheter.  Dr. Curry is his urologist and performs regular Foley catheter exchanges monthly.  He states that he is feeling well.  He has lost 9 pounds over the last 4 months and he states he really does not eat very well and he has never fully recovered after happens his stroke.  No current chest pain or palpitations.  He does have dyspnea on exertion that is chronic.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  The urine in the Foley catheter appears clean and no peripheral edema.  He does not require oxygen.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from his previous consultation.
Physical Examination:  Weight 123 pounds, blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 124/74, pulse 74 and oxygen saturation is 95% on room air.  Neck is supple.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear with a prolonged expiratory phase throughout.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft without ascites and no peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on January 6, 2025, they are due to get more labs now, creatinine is 2.78, which is stable, estimated GFR is 23 and calcium 9.2.  Electrolytes are normal, albumin 4.2 and hemoglobin is 11.8 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IV chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  The patient needs to get monthly lab studies done and a lab order has already been faxed to the Edmore Office.
2. Severe COPD.  Smoking cessation is encouraged.
3. Severe peripheral artery disease.
4. Urinary retention with indwelling Foley catheter followed by Dr. Curry the urologist and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in four months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
