Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mr. Menzel with advanced renal failure.  Last visit in November.  Comes accompanied with wife.  He has claudication symptoms.  Went to see Dr. Constantino.  Arterial Doppler to be done on the next few months.  No gangrene.  Occasionally numbness on the thighs in the sitting position bilateral.  Denies increase of back pain.  Stable weight and appetite.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Stable dyspnea on inhalers.  Has not required any oxygen or CPAP machine.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the amlodipine, metoprolol, off the methotrexate.  Remains on prednisone and on Epogen Dr. Sahay.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure high 160/66 on the right-sided and weight 193 stable.  Distant breath sounds.  COPD abnormalities.  Very decrease on the right close to normal on the left.  No pericardial rub.  Evidence of vascular disease lower extremities.  No major edema.  There is decreased hearing but normal speech.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in February, creatinine 1.65 representing a GFR of 41.  Normal sodium.  Upper potassium.  Normal acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.9.  Large red blood cells 118.  Normal platelet count.  Elevated neutrophils and monocytes.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB clinically stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Prior history of T-cell lymphoma apparently on remission.  Off methotrexate.  Remains on low dose steroids.  Underlying COPD clinically stable.  Anemia with macrocytosis.  Some of this is the methotrexate followed by Dr. Sahay.  Receiving EPO as needed.  Blood pressure in the office high.  Needs to be checked at home before we change medications.  Monitor on potassium.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Present nutrition and calcium is normal.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.  Workup PAD Dr. Constantino.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
