Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Mrs. Hoffman who has chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidney on the left-sided.  Last visit in September.  No hospital visit.  Denies change of weight or appetite.  No nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or bleeding.  No urinary infection, cloudiness or blood.  Minor edema.  No ulcers.  No claudication symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc, HCTZ, Coreg and Imdur.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 130s/50s, today by nurse 149/80.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No tenderness.  Minor edema.
Labs:  Chemistries March, anemia 12.9, creatinine 1.25 better than baseline and GFR 41 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  Blood pressure in the office in the upper side, at home well controlled.  The most recent kidney ultrasound both kidneys were actually normal size without evidence of obstruction.  Renal Doppler no renal artery stenosis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
