This is a followup for Mr. Wade he goes by Don establishing care at Family Practicing Clare.  I do not know the provider.  Last visit in September.  Has memory problems.  Comes accompanied with wife.  He is getting some energy natural product and makes him feel more energetic.  Has gained few pounds.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No urinary symptoms.  There were two episodes of arthritis question gout left wrist and left shoulder.  Denies chest pain, palpitations, dyspnea orthopnea or PND.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  I reviewed medications.  I want to highlight the Norvasc, hydralazine, nitrates, beta-blockers and on bicarbonate replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 186, previously 178.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No respiratory distress.  No ascites or tenderness.  No gross edema.  Nonfocal.  He is demented but cooperative.
Labs:  Chemistries in February, creatinine 2.15, which is baseline and GFR 31 stage IIIB.  Low sodium.  Upper potassium.  Normal acid base, nutritional, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  We are going to monitor excess free water and upper potassium.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Nutrition and calcium is normal.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Continue bicarbonate replacement.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
