SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna is a 70-year-old Caucasian female who was seen via doxy. She described she is feeling much better. All the medications have been working. I consolidated her prescription and it appears that she is compliance with daily medication that is quetiapine 50 mg at bedtime, lamotrigine 100 mg, Lamictal 50 mg in the morning and 300 mg at bedtime, and melatonin 10 mg at bedtime. She described all the medications are working. She is feeling much better. She denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucination if she wants that to still like to have some tablet of Ativan which has been helping and she takes only when it is needed. So, I explained her that I am going to give only five tablets of Ativan 0.5 mg she should use only when she needed; otherwise, she should not take it. The patient agreed. The patient was provided full education about the medication. Encouragement to social interaction and also get out of the apartment and participate in the activities to which she agreed. Diet and exercise was ordered. 
ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable. 
PLAN: Continue supportive plan. All the medication was sent to her pharmacy.
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
