SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Ann is a 50-year-old Caucasian female who has been seen first time last two weeks ago regarding her depression, bipolarity and described that today she cannot come to the office as she developed flu with the conjunctivitis. She got this problem from her husband. I also reviewed her labs and it shows negative for substance abuse except she is taking OxyContin prescribed by her primary care physician for her pain. Her glucose was 119. BUN and creatinine was normal. CBC differential profile was normal. Eosinophil count was little high which may be secondary to infection or flu. Her bilirubin, globulin, alkaline phosphatase, SGOT, and SGPT was normal. This was reviewed from the card from her doctor office. The patient denies any side effects of medication. She is on duloxetine 60 mg daily, bupropion 10 mg b.i.d., Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day medication was ordered.
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
