SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sherirose is a 37-year-old single African American female living with her mother. She has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder, posttraumatic stress disorder, and has been doing good since she has been taking consistent with the medication and seeing a therapist. She has been making a positive improvement per mother and she was cooperative. She described medication has been working. She is sleeping good and eating good except it appears that some medications make her sleepy more and therefore it was decided to take her off from the quetiapine 100 mg daily and she would like to be on trazodone. The patient was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. Thought was organized. Immediate memory was fair. There was no auditory or visual hallucination or any persecutory feeling. She is not going too often _________ and does get bothered by anyone. She has been compliance with the activity and tried to be consistent with the treatment and do whatever she gets from the therapist to work on it.
ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder bipolar type and posttraumatic stress disorder.

PLAN: Continue the supportive plan. Continue with the current medication. A followup appointment was discussed in four weeks. I will discontinue her Seroquel. A 30-day supply was ordered.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
