PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae. Distended secondary to obesity. No tenderness to palpation. No rebound. No guarding. No peritoneal signs.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

Right hand has tenderness in his right metacarpal region. There is deformity as digit is laterally displaced.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
