Denise Eoll has seen in the office for 15 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Current medication: Levoxyl 0.05 mg daily.

On this recent visit, her main complaint related to aches but no other major symptoms of thyroid hormone dysfunction.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 132/92 and weight 135 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent TSH was 4.88, indicating borderline hypothyroidism.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with borderline low function.

I have asked her to increase the Levoxyl to 0.05 mg, 10 pills per week with a recheck of her TSH in about three to six months time.

As I retire in the near future, she will require followup with either her primary doctor or another endocrinologist.
