This is a 70-year-old woman totally bedbound, lives in her own home with 24-hour care. Her son tells me that in the past month, she has taken a deep dive as far as her health is concerned, she has lost a tremendous amount of weight. She is found mainly in a fetal position in bed. She babbles. She does not speak much. She has been having trouble with symptoms of agitation and sundowner syndrome especially at nighttime. The patient had been on trazodone and it has quit working at this time per caretaker and family members. The patient is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent of course. She is developing contractures about the lower extremity. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She has overall debility and weakness. Her KPS score has dropped now to 30% from initial 50% and her FAST score is now at 7E. The patient’s weight loss is considered unavoidable, KPS score reduction is consistent with her disease and her last MAC was reported at 16 cm left side. She is able to maintain her O2 sat. Her O2 sat was 94% on room air. Blood pressure 110/60. Overall, prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
