A 63-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of prostate cancer, bony metastasis, COPD, protein-calorie malnutrition, atrial fibrillation, and increased pain.

He also was diagnosed with schizophrenia and bipolar disorder and history of bladder cancer associated with abdominal aortic aneurysm, COPD and smoking. The patient was found to be quite disheveled. He appears very weak. He has a hard time ambulating and he has lost at least 7 pounds since last month, he states. His muscle wasting is related to his prostate cancer and the bony metastasis. He requires pain medication on a regular basis to control his symptoms. He also has cough, congestion and shortness of breath associated with the severe COPD. He is requesting Vistaril because of air hunger and his COPD. His Remeron was increased recently to 45 mg with some help. MAC is 21.2 left side and KPS is at 40%. The patient definitely looks worse than he has ever during previous face-to-faces given above-mentioned findings with significant debility. Overall, prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
