This is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient has O2 saturation of 86% on room air. He does not want to wear his oxygen all the time because of the lack of oxygen, he has developed pulmonary hypertension, and pedal edema. His swelling is worse. He would benefit from Lasix on regular basis now.

The blood pressure is slightly high at 140/96 because of his shortness of breath. He has lost over 15 pounds. His KPS is at 40%. Continues to need nebulizer treatment on regular basis.

He is using his O2 saturation because his concentrator is broken and nevertheless the company is providing him with another concentrator and he should be on oxygen at all times. His weight loss is unavoidable. He does have right-sided heart failure causing his lower extremity edema. Overall prognosis remains poor for this gentleman expected to do poorly. Most likely has less than six months to live. He is currently on hospice.
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
