The patient presents with pruritic rash upper legs and right upper arm for the past week without known history of bites or other causes or prior history.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: With oval lesions on upper thighs and right anterior axilla measuring 10-15 mm, with erythema, with slightly active border, without bullae or evidence of cellulitis or infection. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Dermatitis, also tinea corporis, questionable contact dermatitis doubt.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Lotrisone. Refused to get dexamethasone injection “I hate shots.” Advised to follow up with PCP or here if necessary or to see a dermatologist if rash worsens or does not clear.
