Charles Nicolas Patton has been seen in the office for the last 25 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Dyslipidemia.

4. Coronary artery disease.

Current Medications: Ozempic 2 mg weekly, Levemir 30 mg in the morning and 32 units at bedtime, and NovoLog 30 units twice daily.

At this time, he has no major complaints and his blood sugar fluctuates and show fair control.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 132/80, weight 200 pounds, and BMI is 31.3. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact. The neck examination was unremarkable.

Recent Labs: Hemoglobin A1c 7.4%, microalbumin over creatinine ratio less than 8, LDL cholesterol 66, HDL 28, and GFR 85.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with long-term insulin treatment and Ozempic, showing fair control with no ongoing microvascular complications.

He has again been cautioned in regards diet and exercise and attention to insulin administration.

He is on a Libre CGM, which has been evaluated and downloaded and does not show hypoglycemic episodes.

I have made no changes to his current program on this visit.

As I retire in the near future, he is advised to follow with his primary doctor for further monitoring and advised with regards to diabetes management.
