ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinence tremendous weight loss protein calorie malnutrition. No longer candidate for any further chemo or radiation therapy. He also suffers from renal insufficiency, volume depletion, retroperitoneal malignant neoplasm, and diabetes. The patient subsequently has been placed on hospice. He most likely has less than six months to live. Given his advanced pancreatic cancer and his disease expected to do poorly and is hospice appropriate with less than six months to live.
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
