This is an 86-year-old woman lives in a home with a help of caretaker 24x7 with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. Currently on hospice, he has been seen for face-to-face evaluation.
Her son lives across the street Mr. Lewis whom I saw and spoke today while visiting Ms. Taylor.

She is an 86-year-old woman originally from San Francisco with history of Alzheimer’s dementia, decreased fall, and weight loss. Knows name only. MAC ___, FAST ______, KPS score ____. The patient has had decreased memory, weight loss, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence worsening in the past three months. Subsequently has been placed on hospice at this time also suffers from hypertension on nifedipine with good blood pressure control. Bladder spasm on oxybutynin, Aricept for her dementia. Lipitor for hyperlipidemia. Vitamin D and Neurontin to help with pain along with Lipitor.
She has a family history of heart disease. No recent surgery reported.

The patient son tells me that in the past three months, she has had decreased weight. Her appetite has been diminished. Eating about 30% of her meals, worsening FAST score, MAC, as well as protein calorie malnutrition. Given her current status most likely has less than six months to live.
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
