Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Shimunek Gary who has a heart transplant, chronic kidney disease and history of prostate cancer.  Last visit in September.  Heart transplant labs every three months apparently stable.  No new skin lesions.  Trauma to the left wrist, question fraction.  No surgery done, already improving.  Sees dermatology Dr. Messanger at Okemos.  Presently no vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea.  No changes in urination.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No edema or claudication.  No dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Cyclosporine, prednisone, Imuran, heart blood pressure diltiazem, metoprolol, chlorthalidone, potassium and magnesium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 214 and blood pressure by nurse 110/81.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No ascites.  No major edema.  Multiple skin abnormalities face and upper extremities diffuse.
Labs:  Chemistries in January, creatinine 1.23 is being in the past as high as 1.6, stable overtime.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Minor low sodium.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Liver function test not elevated.  Creatinine 1.23.  Normal glucose and magnesium.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III-II in a person who has a heart transplant, exposed to cyclosporine and other immunosuppressants.  No evidence of progression or symptoms.  Blood pressure in the office well controlled.  High risk medication immunosuppressants.  Minor low sodium probably from diuretics but not symptomatic and is minor.  Continue present regimen.  Follow with transplant clinic for the heart transplant.  Follow with dermatologist for extensive skin abnormalities.  I am not aware of recurrence of prostate cancer.  Follows with Dr. Liu urology.  Everything is stable.  Come back on the next 6 to 9 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
