His blood pressure actually better today at 130/82. His O2 saturation hovering about 95% compared to 98% previously. Mr. Stanford MAC is currently at 26 cm on the right side. His medications are helping his pain. He is having difficulty sleeping. His KPS score is at 40%. He appears to be confused both related of his medications. He has had dementia has had tremendous weight loss, which is along with protein calorie malnutrition, which is not reversible. He also has hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux, urinary tract infection, and recurrent osteoarthritis. Overall, prognosis remains poor. He continues to deteriorate less than six months to live.
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
