CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided headache, generalized weakness, poor sleep and anxiety.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband and he stated that the patient has pain in the right side of the face and head. She never had migraine headache in the past. The pain level in the head is 4 or 5.

The patient also has incomplete sleep and sometimes sleeps only for four or five hours. Also she is under stress since she recently came from abroad.
