CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of small ulcer on the face, followup for lung cancer and coronary artery disease with stent.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed 2 mm size wound on the right side of the face and nose and has been bothering him for the past four to five weeks. It has not improved and there is no active bleeding. The patient never had any basal cell carcinoma.
The patient has a history of smoking, but he stopped many years ago.
The patient had cancer which was excised and is in remission for many years.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, lymph node enlargement, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, generalized weakness, or other rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol inhaler two puffs four times a day as needed.

The patient is on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day and aspirin 81 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 25 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 50 mg tablet once a day and pantoprazole 40 mg tablet once a day as needed. The patient is also on inhaler Dulera 200/5 mcg/ACT one puff twice a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single, lives by himself. He drinks beer one or two cans a week. No history of illicit drug use. Otherwise, he is very active.
FAMILY HISTORY: Brother has lung cancer.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals 2 mm size wound on the right side of the face near nose. No active bleeding. No tenderness. There is no lymph node enlargement.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
