HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 19-year-old young lady comes in with left lower quadrant abdominal pain, urinary tract symptoms, and urinalysis that is quite positive for leukocytes. The patient’s pregnancy test is negative. The patient is also having some flank pain. For this reason, an ultrasound of her abdomen and flank was obtained which was totally within normal limits.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of anxiety and depression; not suicidal, she tells me and history of ruptured ovarian cyst in 2023.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Fluoxetine; dose is not known.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period 03/14/2025. No smoking. No drinking. No drug use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 119 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.5. Respirations 20. Pulse 68. Blood pressure 113/63.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Some CVA tenderness noted on the right side.
SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Ultrasounds of the abdomen, kidney and pelvis are totally within normal limits.

2. UA shows urinary tract infection.

3. Toradol 60 mg now.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Macrobid 100 mg b.i.d.
6. Pregnancy test was negative.
7. No sign of pyelonephritis noted.

8. If symptoms do not improve or worsen, the patient will come back for further evaluation.

9. Lots of water recommended.
