This is a 99-year-old black woman, blind, ADL dependent, on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain.

She has lost 12 pounds in February and she has lost another pound and a half at this time. She suffers from Alzheimer’s disease, late-onset dementia, unspecified protein-calorie malnutrition, history of chronic pain, degenerative joint disease, anxiety, glaucoma, and age-related debility. Her KPS score is at 40%, FAST of 7A. The patient is oriented to person only. Sleeping 14-16 hours a day. O2 saturation 90-92%. Her MAC on the left side is 18.5 with a pulse of 110 today. She continues to be ADL dependent. Her weight loss is unavoidable.

She is incontinent of bowel and bladder. She has a history of heavy smoking and drinking in the past.

The patient’s caretaker tells me that she has continued to decline both as far as her mentation, her appetite and her weight. Overall prognosis is quite poor. She is expected to do poorly and most likely has less than six months to live on hospice. Nursing notes review indicates that the patient has continued to lose weight and continued to show demise as far as her diagnosis is concerned. Overall prognosis is poor and guarded.
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
