Dear Dr. Archer:

Thank you for this referral.

This 41-year-old female smokes for few years when she was teenager quit.20 years ago. Alcohol only socially. She does not have any known drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She is extreme fatigue and weakness most of the time. The patient also recently has a sinus infection and symptoms related to that. The patient also has some rash namely in left elbow area as well as over the left eyelid. She is here because she recently was found to be anemic and neutropenic.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient says she has been fairly healthy other than this rash and she was told in the past that she could have eczema. The patient has been anemic during pregnancy and after childbirth. She has taken iron in the past.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: Last period two weeks ago. Her periods are regular and not heavy. She has three children 7, 10, and 16. She had tubal ligation seven years ago.

FAMILY HISTORY: Significant is that her father has rheumatoid arthritis.

Recently on evaluation, she was found to have a CMP showing total protein of 5.6 and albumin of 3.8, which is slightly lower than normal AST and ALT were borderline elevated. Her WBC count was 2.5, hemoglobin was 8.8, hematocrit 29.2, RDW was 15.9, which could be suggestive of iron deficiency, and platelets were normal at 177.
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She also had ANA, which was positive and she had Sjögren antibody, which was more than 8, which is higher than normal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall, weighing 121 pounds, and blood pressure 141/90.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Showed some pallor. There is a rash over upper eyelid on the left and then she also had tender sinuses and postnasal drip.

Neck: Lymph nodes were negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema except for some rash over the left elbow.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia to rule out iron deficiency.

2. Neutropenia cause unclear.

3. Positive ANA and rash could be suggestive of some connective tissue disorder.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and recheck the CBC. We will also check iron, B12, and folate level once available we can make further recommendations. It appears that she could have iron deficiency anemia as well as her WBC count could be low from autoimmune phenomena.
