HISTORY: This is a 42-year-old gentleman here for followup.
The patient is status post incision and drainage of abscess and cellulitis. He is here for followup. He states he is doing better, pain is improved and he has better motion in his hand.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies increased temperature. Denies myalgia. Denies chills.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 137/88.

Pulse is 90.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

RIGHT HAND: Volar surface incision site demonstrates no redness/erythema. No discharge or bleeding. The patient has full range of motion of all digits. Negative Finkelstein test. Neurovascularly intact.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Wound care.
PROCEDURE: The bandage was removed.
With approximately 25 mL of normal saline, site was irrigated.

On completion of irrigation, site was packed with iodoform gauze.
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Triple antibiotic applied to site. Site was then covered with Xeroform gauze and covered with 2 x 2 and secured with Coban. The patient tolerated procedure well. There were no complications. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. He was strongly encouraged to continue all medications given to him from last visit. He states he understands and will. The patient will return in three days for reevaluation.
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
