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Carmen Taylor continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Dyslipidemia.

3. Peripheral neuropathy.

4. Nephropathy.

Current Medications: Metformin 1000 mg twice daily, glimepiride 0.5 mg daily, and simvastatin 20 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/78, weight 157 pounds, and BMI is 27. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact. There is no neck lymphadenopathy.

Recent Lab Test: Chemical profile normal, LDL cholesterol 76, urine microalbumin to creatinine ratio is 21, and TSH 1.38, all within acceptable levels.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes good control with a hemoglobin A1c 6.4%, dyslipidemia, nephropathy, and peripheral neuropathy both of which are stable.

I recommend continuing the current program as now with followup with her primary doctor in due course.
